PTSA/PAC Board Meeting

January 11, 2010
Call to Order:  Joe Jones call the meeting to order at 6:03 pm.

Secretary/Minutes:  Copies of the minutes from last month’s meeting were available at the meeting and were also distributed via email.  A motion was made to approve the minutes; the motion passed.  There was a suggestion to add the date for the next meeting at the bottom of the minutes.  
Treasurer’s Report:  Joe Jones gave a short report due to Carole Neuner’s absence. Account balance is $2,015.42.  No expenses last month and no checks written.
SGA Report:  Jacob Kotick, Sophomore Pres. and Carly Borden announced a 5K run/walk will be held on Saturday, Feb. 13, at 8 a.m.  There will also be a 1 mile fun run after the 5K.  The SGA wants to give proceeds to benefit a pediatric oncology room at Sacred Heart Hospital.  Their goal is to raise $18,000.  Currently, they have raised $9,000.  Registration fee is $10.00 and includes a T-shirt.  SGA is asking school administration to participate and are looking for sponsors for the race.  Linda Silecky reported Sacred Heart Hospital would like to do a Health Fair at a function where both parents and students are present.  There was a discussion that this would be a perfect addition to the 5K in February.  Mrs. Soderlind suggested she talk with Mr. Tompkins to make sure areas of the campus would be available for both the race and the health fair.  It was suggested that students from the Health Academy could participate in the fair as well.
Class Reports:  Carol Rogers reported counselors for 9th graders will be going into their English classes with information on course selection for next year.  On February 3, they will get their registration cards for their course requests.  They will get their schedules on March 26th.  No report for 10th grade or 11th grade.  It was reported there were 8 seats available for the Senior Trip to Disney.  Volunteer hours are due now.  Graduation will be Wednesday, June 2, at 1:00 p.m.  Prom Promise will be Friday, April 23 and Prom will be April 24 at the UWF Commons.  Pam Childers reported that Project Graduation will be held at UWF from 10 p.m. until 5 a.m.  It’s sponsored by CDAC and is a drug and alcohol free event.  Tickets will be $25.00 and available around the end of March.

Teacher Representative:  No report.
Student Recognition:  Linda Silecky reported each school earns a grade as part of the state’s accountability system and the No Child Left Behind Act.  The school earns points toward that grade for students who attempt vocational program certification and those who earn the certification in their vocational program.  There will be more information on this process at our next meeting when Mrs. Soderlind gives her presentation on the FCAT, student grades, and curriculum information.
Hospitality Report:  Rockie Netherland reported there will be the following FCAT tests:  February 9-Writing, March 9-11-Reading and Math for 9th and 10th graders, and March 11-Science for 11th graders.  She said in the past we have done something for the teachers during this week.  There was discussion on having the PTSA provide quick grab and go food items for the teachers each morning.  There was discussion that the SGA and the school’s administration could work together to provide something for the teachers during Teacher Appreciation Week in May.
Membership Report:  Karen Thompson reported we have 333 total members-170 parents, 77 teachers, 1 business, and 85 students.  She said she will still work on getting memberships.  There was a reminder that in order to receive certain scholarships, students must be members of the PTSA.  Membership envelopes have been given to the guidance dept.
Volunteer Report:  Louise Videau reported the school is still in need of volunteers to help in the Media Center during the morning hours.  In order to volunteer, each person must fill out a volunteer form.  If anyone is interested in volunteering, contact Louise at videaulp@cox.net 
Principal’s Report:  No report due to Dr. Roberts being ill.
Programs:  Joy Frazier reported Sue Soderlind, V.P.-Curriculum, will present a program on the FCAT, grades, and curriculum at our next meeting on Monday, February 1, at 6:00 p.m. in the Media Center.  The program will feature a PowerPoint presentation on how each of those elements affect our student’s education.
Question & Answers/Concerns:  A parent raised an issue on having events scheduled during final exam week.  She also thought review information should be given during the Christmas Holiday break so students could have more time to study for the exams.
Vice Principal-Curriculum:  Sue Soderlind reported next week will be semester exam week.  There will be 2 exams each day and the students will go home early. On Wednesday, January 20, students will receive their new semester schedules.  On January 26, there will be a Curriculum Fair at Washington for rising 9th graders and current 9-11th graders.  On January 28, there will be a District-wide Academy Showcase in the auditorium and the gym. February 3, there will be a pre-registration for all students.  They will get a copy of their transcripts and a copy of a registration card.  Students will take the cards to all of their teachers to get them to sign.  Counselors are going into all English classes.  Student’s FCAT scores dictate what courses students can take.  Student’s will not be able to change their courses or choice for an academy after June 12th.  Veronica O’Brien is Washington’s new 11th grade counselor.  The Marine and Environmental Sciences Academy has been approved.  They need 25 students to get it off the ground.  Students will go on to UWF in this academy.  We have a new football coach, Coach Williams.  Washington is losing 2 teachers due to military moves.  Administration will be interviewing this week.  Report cards will be mailed on January 26th.
Vice Principal-Facilities:  No report due to Mr. Tompkins attending the football banquet.
Guidance Report:  No report.
President Update:  Joe Jones said he would like to form a committee for a fundraiser.  He wants to leave the PTSA in a good place at the end of the year.  There will be a transition program for incoming 9th graders.  This will take place in July.  He said possibly we could have a dance for incoming 9th graders during that week.  There was discussion that we could offer water, bags of chips, a DJ, and lots of chaperones.  Joe gave an update on Patti McMilion.  She just had her last chemo treatment and is exercising, and entering a new 12 week treatment program and then she will be done. She still has a great attitude and her family is extremely supportive.  She is grateful for all of the cards, emails, meals, etc. and thanks everyone.
