Call to Order:  Joe Jones call the meeting to order at 6:01 pm.
Secretary/Minutes:  Copies of the minutes from last month’s meeting were available at the meeting and were also distributed via email.  A motion was made to approve the minutes; the motion passed.  
President’s Report:  Joe Jones reported he met with Mrs. McFarland, who teaches the Web Design Academy.  The school’s website is a product of our Web Design Academy with 3 design students working supervised on developing and updating the website.  They are using new updating software and learning how to use it.  Two students passed certification in the course.  The PTSA’s minutes and news will be added to the school’s website.

Treasurer’s Report:  Carole Neuner reported the account balance is $2,038.42.  We took in $23.00 in new memberships and there were no expenses.
SGA Report:  Carly Borden reported the Charity Run was very successful.  There were more runners than last year.  On Friday, March 5th, there will be a Girl’s Night Out for incoming 9th grade girls.  This will give them a fun introduction to high school.  March 25th-Special Olympics.
Class Reports:  No report.
Teacher Representative:  Report given by Joe Jones.  The clinic will be participating in the stock medication program.  Students who may need medication dispensed during school will need to a medication authorization form signed and on file in the clinic. Stock  Medications will only be dispensed per manufacturers’ recommendations.  All prescription medication must have an authorization form filled out by a licensed medical doctor.  Students are not allowed to bring medications to school.  All medications must be brought in by a parent or guardian.  Students are allowed to carry inhalers, EPI-Pens and Blood Glucose meters as long as an authorization form has been filed in the clinic.  A copy of the Stock Medication Authorization form can be downloaded online.  The media center catalog is now available off campus at http://destiny.escambia.k12.fl.us  Students can access their circulation record to see what they have checked out or if they have fines or overdues using their student number and six-digit birthdate.  They can also create personal lists of resourced or favorite books.  Yearbooks can be ordered online.
Student Recognition:  Linda Silecky recognized SGA members for the Charity 5K Run-Jacob Kotick, Carly Borden, and Peter McMillion.  The Run was very organized.  Linda thanked Mrs. Soderlind for her outstanding FCAT presentation at our last meeting.

Hospitality Report:  Rockie Netherland reported PTSA will give a Teacher Breakfast during the mornings of FCAT testing on March 9-10.  An email will be sent to remind people to bring in food donations for the breakfast.  McDonald’s, Sonic, and Dunkin’ Donuts, Apple Market are supposed to donate foods.
Membership Report:  Carol Neuner reported in  Karen Thompson’s absence.  We now have 341 members-174 parents, 88 students, 78 teachers, and 1 business.
Volunteer Report:  Louise Videau asked everyone who wishes to volunteer at school, to turn in a blue Volunteer Form.

Principal’s Report:  Dr. Roberts was not in attendance.  He had to attend an important meeting.
Vice Principal-Curriculum:  Mrs. Soderlind reported students will be taking the FCAT in Reading and Math during the week of March 9-10.  Washington had 3 entries win in the History Fair and will go on to state competition.  Registration is almost done.  After FCAT, there will be visits to the middle schools to pick up registration cards.  We are anticipating to have around 400 new students. There will be a Transition program on August 10-11 for incoming 9th graders.

Vice Principal-Facilities:  Mr. Tompkins reported the Veteran’s Memorial outside the front of the school will receive some landscaping.  Gabe Roberson raised money for the memorial as part of his scout’s Eagle award.  A new rubberized running track will be installed this summer.  This will make Washington a showcase for future runs and track meets.  Thanks to Wanda Kotick for her help.  
Programs:  No report.

Guidance Report:  Mrs. Bordelon reported Juniors are encouraged take the ACT Prep before the test on April 10th to improve test scores. She reminded seniors to apply for Bright Futures even if they are planning on going to college out of state.  Because 75%-80% of all students who go out of state, come back to Florida at the end of the first or second years of college.  If they do not apply, after graduation, the applications will be closed and they will forfeit their rights to Bright Futures.  Go to Mrs. Bordelon’s website to stay abreast of scholarship listings and financial aid information.  Information is also available in the guidance office, posted on Mrs. Bordelon’s door, and they are in the senior English teachers’ classrooms. 
Parent Concerns:  Is there a program to recognize most improved students?  Mrs. Soderlind said there is a program in the works.  There was a parent who was concerned with a low area in the school’s grounds where someone could drive into or if it fills with water, could be a hazard.  Mr. Thompkins said he has been in contact with the district about this and the area has not met requirements to have fencing installed, so  the school has installed concrete blocks with rebar into the asphalt.  A parent asked if Mrs. Soderlind could do her presentation a few times a year.  Once in the Fall and in the Spring near FCAT testing.
